	Literacy

	Stories – Little Red Riding Hood and Hansel and Gretel 
	Non fiction booklet on a woodland creature

	The children will learn the traditional stories of Little Red Riding Hood and Hansel and Gretel. They will understand how a narrative works and will be writing super sentences about these stories.

They will be encouraged to use role play and drama to act out different stories to develop an imaginative vocabulary.
	To support the children in understanding different creatures that live in woodlands, we will research and create our own non-fiction factfile on a woodland creature.  The children will need to use their reading skills to find facts that they can use in their factfiles. We look forward to sharing them. 


	Maths

	[image: image4.wmf]This term in maths we will be looking at place value within 50. We will be using concrete, pictorial and abstract representations to help build our confidence and understanding of number.
We will also be looking at shape, exploring different 2D and 3D representations in the world around us, as well as abstract representations, through a variety of activities.

We will be working on measurement. Looking at weight, volume, length and height in a variety of different ways relating to real life situations. 

	Science
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	Plants and Animals, Identifying and Classifying
	In Science, children will be learning to identify and name a variety of common wild and garden plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees. They will also learn about the basic structure of plants and trees and be able to identify and classify different plants and animals that are found in woodlands.
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	What is the good news Jesus brings?
	In RE this half term, we will be exploring stories from the bible. We will be learning about what these stories mean for Christians and thinking about what we can learn from them.
