	Maths

	[image: image4.wmf]In maths we will begin by looking at place value to 20 and use different equipment to represent this.
The children will then move onto addition and subtraction to 20, they will apply their prior knowledge of number bonds to 10 to number bonds to 20.
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	How have toys changed over time?
Real life superheroes
	The children are going to be history detectives! They are going to investigate toys in the past and compare them with present day toys.  

	Science
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	Senses and the body
	Children will explore and investigate using their senses and attempt to find out the answer to a hypothesis involving their senses. Children will also look at the different parts of the human body and develop their understanding of which senses we use with which body part.
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	What do Christian believe God is like?  
	In this topic, the children will be learning what a parable is. They will tell the story of the Lost Son from the Bible simply and learn how it links with the concept of God. They will learn about how Christians put their beliefs into action and how Christians show their belief in God as loving and forgiving; for example, by saying sorry, by seeing God as welcoming them back, and by forgiving others.

	Games
	Through the movement of superheroes the children will look at movement and different ways to travel as well as different levels, direction and speed.  They will work collaboratively to participate in a different of games using their throwing and catching skills.

	ART
	Line and form
	The children will be developing their drawing skills this term.  They will be using pencils to draw lines and shapes in order to create a superhero city scene.  Using pencils the children will begin to learn about shading and use this skill on their superhero scene. 

	PHSE
	How can contribute positively?
	As Superheroes, we will be learning about groups we belong to and how we can contribute positively to our class, school or community. 


Things that you could do at home:
· Reading is key to your child making progress.  Please continue to share stories at bedtime and listen to your child read their school books.  Remember to sign in their reading diary so we know that reading at home is happening.
· We send home any phonics assessments that have been done with your child.  Phonics is key to their reading, so please work on anything your child needs support with at home.

· Remember to engage/support your child with their homework which is sent home each Friday.
