Gods and Mortals 
Curriculum Information

This half term our new topic is called ‘Gods and Mortals’ and we will be learning about the history of Ancient Greece. We will be using a range of text types to explore the beliefs of the Ancient Greeks and learn about the different Gods and Goddesses.

	Writing
	Reading 

	[image: Image result for simple compound and complex sentences]The children will consolidate their understanding of using a range of co-ordinating and subordinating conjunctions by re-telling their own version of a Greek myth. 
Later in the term, they will be exploring features of non-fiction texts. They will learn the importance of headings, sub-headings and paragraphs and apply these skills in their very own Greek God Top Trumps! 
Throughout the term, the children will be taught how to join their cursive handwriting and during spelling sessions, they will learn their Year 3 Spellings, apostrophes for possession and contractions, homophones and a range of new prefixes and suffixes.
	This half term the children will be reading a range of Greek myths involving a variety of Gods, Goddesses and mythical creatures. They will be continuing to develop their retrieval and inference skills when reading these myths, to allow them to gain a better understanding and opinion of them. Their guided reading sessions will explore a range of texts to extend their vocabulary and to improve their comprehension skills. Alongside their reading at school, we would like you to listen to your child read every day and ask questions to aid their understanding of the text. Please record this in their reading diary 5 times per week for the chance to win a £5 book voucher in the reading raffle.

	Fractions
	Times Tables  

	[image: Equal Fractions - Fractions with Mr. Mac]For this half term, the children will practise their mental maths skills and recap the written methods for all four operations (+ - x ÷). Later in the half term, they will learn how to find and recognise fractions of a shape and of a number. To do this they will recap the mathematical vocabulary to understand what a fraction is e.g. part, whole, numerator and denominator. They will move onto comparing and ordering fractions with the same denominator and finding equivalent fraction, using a fraction wall. Throughout the term they will use a range of reasoning and problem-solving skills to apply what they have learnt.
	The times tables that children must know by the end of Year 3 are 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 and 10.[image: Image result for times tables cartoon] We are continuing to work on teaching the children to not only be able to chant times tables, but be able to recall them in any order rapidly. This quick mental recall will help the children complete questions mentally and at speed. Any extra support at home will really benefit your child’s rapid recall of their times tables out of order.

	ICT 
	Internet safety
	In this unit, the children will learn how to keep safe when using the internet and how to surf the internet responsibly.  

	
	Word processing

	The children will continue to develop their understanding of how to use word processing tools creatively to create exciting pieces of work.  They will learn how to copy and paste, insert images and create their own content effectively using Microsoft word and PowerPoint. 

	Topic 
(Geography and History)
	Gods and Mortals


 
	Our next topic is called ‘Gods and Mortals’. The children will begin this unit by locating Greece on a map as well as other European countries. They will explore the chronology of Ancient Greece, ideas of democracy and monarchy (through Athens and Sparta) alongside learning about Greek Gods. Towards the end of term, they will create their own mini Olympics to highlight the lasting legacy of the Greeks. 

	Art
	Sketching
	This half term, they will be experimenting with different grades of pencil to draw different forms and shapes. They will then explore how to make marks and lines with a wide range  of drawing implements e.g. charcoal, pencil, crayon, chalk pastels, pens etc. The children will begin to show an awareness of a third dimension and apply the skills learnt when sketching their mythical creature. 

	Science
	Light
	Within our science learning this term the children will be exploring how light travels and how we see objects.  The children will be taking part in some exciting experiments to find out more about shadows and reflections and about opaque, translucent and transparent objects. They will also be learning about how to be in the sun safely and the importance behind it.

	RE 
 
	What do different people pray? 
	Our RE learning will be focussing on the many different ways that people pray and why they pray. The children will also link their learning about what different religions believe about different Gods, with their learning about Ancient Greek Gods. They will reflect on and compare how and why they were worshipped.

	PSHE
	Wellbeing and Bounceback
	The children will take part in wellbeing week where they will discuss different emotions and how these can by shown. They will make their own feelings ladder to recognise that they can regularly change how they are feeling throughout the day.
When returning to school after their home learning, the children will be following a programme called ‘Bounceback’ where they will get the chance to share any worries.

	PE
