This term, we are travelling across seas (not literally) to learn about all things Egyptian. It is a fun-filled and knowledge packed topic which we know you will all love. 	Literacy 

Throughout our literacy learning this year, we are going to be learning about how to write for a range of purposes. Our focus for this term is writing to entertain. We will also be doing a reading unit in our literacy lessons. 

	Adding well-chosen detail: Diary Entries 
	Reading: The Highway Man.

	We will consolidate our learning of cohesion and adding detail in this unit whilst developing our knowledge of narratives. Children will learn how to add extra detail using a range of punctuation and powerful adjectives. The skills we will focus on are dashes, brackets, adverbials and developing character.
	In this unit, children will develop their inference skills when unpicking this famous poem and look at how the poet impacts the readers moods and emotions through the use of figurative language and powerful vocabulary. Children will then have a go at applying this learning to write their own verses to recite to others. 

	Mathematics

	Geometry and measurement
	Fractions, decimals and percentages.

	Children will continue to build on their learning from Year 4 and from before Easter to consolidate finding the perimeter of rectilinear shapes and then we will move onto finding the areas of these shapes. 

	Children will learn what percentages are and how to find a percentage of an amount. Furthermore, children will also learn how to convert fractions into decimals or percentages and vice versa.  


Key areas of learning:

	Science

	Children will finish off their science learning from before the Easter Holidays about the properties of different materials and how we can group and classify them. 

Moreover, children will also learn about the key stages of growth in humans and changes that take place in our bodies as we start to grow up.


Outline of Learning Journey 
	Week 1 – Engage!
	This week we will engage in our topic by participating in a treasure hunt Egyptian Quiz. We will also spend this week immersing ourselves in topic specific vocabulary and learning how where the Egyptians fit into the historic timeline.  

	Week 2 – Mummification and After Life.  
	The afterlife was incredibly important for the Egyptians and we will explore how they treated people who passed. In addition, we will explore what was in store for Egyptians once they pass and the Gods they will hopefully (or not) meet. 

	Week 3- The Egyptian Gods. 
	The ancient Egyptians had a vast number of different Gods for all areas of their lives. We will learn about some of the most significant ones and explore how these are different gods of other historical periods.  

	Week 4 – Mapping Egypt.
	In this week, we will become geographers and explore how Egypt has changed over time. Additionally, we will be zooming in to the River Nile to identify its main features.

	Week 5 – The importance of the River Nile.
	We will discuss the importance of the River Nile for Ancient and modern Egyptians.  

	Week 6 – Express!
	This week we will be expressing all of our Egyptian learning to share with others. 

	Week 7 – Prayer Spaces.
	Along with our friends from Saint Wilfrid’s Church
